3.Hazrat Musa( i/ k)

He was the Rasool of Banilsrael. He used to talk with Allah Almighty.

4.Hazrat Isa(/ k)

He had a "Miracle” to make dead persons alive.
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5.Hazrat Muhammad(%%)

Hazrat Muhammad(%5) is the last Rasool of Allah Almighty. No
Rasool / Nabi will come after Hazrat Muhammad(ﬁ?f”ﬁfﬁ).
